State Police Troop G on a peeling license plate 
event.  According to PennDOT, a registration 
plate is deemed illegible when one or more 
numbers or letters cannot be recognized from 
50 feet or if the registration plate shows 
any blistering, peeling, discoloration or loss 
of reflectivity. If necessary, AAA members 
can place orders for new license plates from 
11 a.m. to 2 p.m. on August 22 at AAA Altoona (1634 Valley View Blvd.). 
We will be checking license plates and filling out PennDOT forms. If your 
license plate meets the criteria, you will receive a free plate in the mail 
from PennDOT.

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REAL ID Extended to May 7, 2025
The Department of Homeland Security extended the REAL ID deadline to 

May 7, 2025. The REAL ID Act established minimum security standards for 
state-issued driver’s licenses and identification cards and prohibits Federal 
agencies from accepting for official purposes licenses and identification cards 
from states that do not meet these standards. Beginning May 7, 2025, every 
state and territory resident will need to present a REAL ID compliant license/
ID, or another acceptable form of ID for boarding commercial aircraft, access-
ing Federal facilities and entering nuclear plants. The Transportation Security 
Administration (TSA) considers a current passport or military ID acceptable 
identification for boarding an aircraft. For more information on Pennsylvania’s 
REAL ID compliant license, visit dmv.pa.gov/REALID/Pages/default.aspx.
