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Free VIN Etching Event

because it prevents thieves from switching the VIN plate on the dashboard to mask its 
identity. The process does not harm windows and doesn’t detract from the vehicle’s 
appearance.

Clinics.  This program was created to assist citizens in the “golden hour” of 
emergency care following a traffic crash when they might not be able to communicate 
their needs themselves. Placing a yellow dot in your vehicle’s rear window alerts 
first responders to check your glove compartment for vital information to ensure 
you receive the medical attention you need. At the clinics we will help navigate the 
process, including taking your photo and printing it. You will walk away ready to put 
your emergency information in your glove compartment and your yellow dot decal 
in the rear windshield of your vehicle. All events will be held from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m.
