REAL ID Extended to May 7, 2025

The Department of Homeland Security extended the REAL ID
deadline to May 7, 2025. The REAL ID Act established minimum
security standards for state-issued driver’s licenses and identification
cards and prohibits Federal agencies from accepting for official
purposes licenses and identification cards from states that do not
meet these standards. Beginning May 7, 2025, every state and territory
resident will need to present a REAL ID compliant license/ID, or
another acceptable form of ID for boarding commercial aircraft,
accessing Federal facilities and entering nuclear plants. The
Transportation Security Administration (TSA) considers a current
passport or military ID acceptable identification for boarding an
aircraft. For more information on Kentucky’s REAL ID compliant license,
visit Drive.ky.gov.

AAA analysis underscores car seat safety

ew analysis from AAA exam-

ined five years of crash data

from the U.S. Department of

Transportation and points
to a lack of proper child-restraint use
among children injured or killed in car
crashes.

The results of this analysis, released
by AAA and car seat leader Chicco
USA, uncovered that nearly half (48%)
of children ages 10 and younger who
were injured and half (51%) who were
killed in car crashes were using a vehi-
cle seat belt prematurely or no restraint
instead of a car seat.

Families spend a significant amount
of time on the road and, from 2017-21,
more than 3.9 million children ages 10
and younger were involved in crashes
while riding in a vehicle, 527,000 were
injured and 2,789 were killed.

Infant seats, boosters and seat belts
will effectively protect young pas-
sengers when used properly. The U.S.

Department of Transportation found
that child restraints reduce fatalities
by 71% for infants younger than 1 and
by 54% for children 1 to 4 years old in
passenger cars.

According to AAA’s analysis, the
most recent data from the DoT reflects
a need for parents to ensure they are
using the correct child-restraint sys-
tem for each phase of growth. Chicco
Child Passenger Safety Technician Josh
Dilts offers the following advice for
families:

Don’t skip the booster phase - The
data decreased by more than half in
car seat use from age 7 to age 8, an age
that saw significant injuries reported.
Many parents must not know that seat
belt fit is more about the child’s height
than age (many state laws focus on age
only). Based on their size, children
upwards of 10 years old may benefit
from using a booster seat. Most booster
seats accommodate children as tall as

57 inches.

Children should always use a
restraint when riding in vehicles -
Shifting from a car seat to a vehicle
seat belt too early isn’t the only issue.
Nearly four in 10 children, ages 7-10,
killed in a car crash, were complete-
ly unrestrained and, of the youngest
children (ages newborn-3), nearly one
in four who were killed were unre-
strained. Chicco’s Dilts notes that the
use of restraints, which is defined by
this dataset as not using a car seat,
booster seat, seat belt or strapped into
the vehicle in any manner, is alarming.

Use available resources - Chicco
offers the most recent car seat guide-
lines, installation tutorials and care-
giver FAQs on ChiccoUSA.com. Local
fire departments often have a child
passenger safety technician on hand
who can check if your car seat is cor-
rectly installed. For more resources,
visit AAA.com.

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Don’t assume other driver will stop after crash
What motorists should do if they re victims of a hit-and-run

ou’re driving on a busy
highway when you notice
a speeding car coming up
quickly behind you. It’s
zigzagging between lanes, narrowly
missing other cars. Before you can
react, it catches up with you - and
clips your car’s rear end.

Momentarily stunned, you ask if
your passengers are OK, and you start
to pull to the side of the road. Then,
you get a second shock: The perpe-
trator is racing away, clearly with no
intention of stopping to exchange
insurance information.

That’s when you realize you're the
victim of a hit-and-run driver. At this
point, you know the normal post-
crash procedures don’t necessarily
apply. But how can you make sure
your insurance claim goes smoothly?
Keep the following tips in mind:

DO pull over to a safe place and
write down as much information
about the other driver and the col-
lision as you can remember. Some
or all of the other driver’s license
plate would be great. But even the
other car’s make, model and color
can help, along with the direction it
was headed and any damage the car
might have sustained.

DO take pictures of your car and

the area in which the crash occurred
if it is safe to do so. Time-stamped
photos of the road and weather con-
ditions, as well as traffic flow, can
assist with your claim.

DO ask any witnesses to describe
what they saw, and write down their
testimony, names and contact infor-
mation, so that your claims adjuster

can contact them, if necessary.

DO call the police. If the damage
is minor or no one is injured, the
police might not come to the crash
scene. However, your auto insurance
policy might require you to notify
the police of any hit-and-run acci-
dent. If that’s the case, be sure to file
a police report, whether at the scene,

by phone or at the police station.

DO report the collision accu-
rately when you call your insurer.
Intentionally misrepresenting facts
about an accident could lead to a
suspicion of fraud. Insurance com-
panies are able to easily recognize
whether a vehicle came into contact
with another vehicle and whether
it was in motion when it sustained
damage.

In many cases, either the victim, a
witness or a surveillance camera can
supply enough information for the
police to find the fleeing driver. If a
hit-and-run driver is caught, he or
she could face these serious penal-
ties: fines up to $10,000 and prison
time, depending on the severity of
the damage or injuries caused by
the crash. Plus, the DMV could put
points on the driver’s license; the
driver’s insurer, if he or she has one,
could cancel coverage; and anyone
injured in the accident could sue.

DON'T play detective and chase
the other car. You might be tempted
to try to get the license-plate number
for your claim, but that could result
in unsafe driving and worsen the
situation. Remember: As long as you
have the appropriate coverage, your
insurance company should assist in
repairing your car.

Annual new vehicle costs rise above $12K
Record prices, 90% increase in finance rates drive numbers

he yearly cost to drive a motor
vehicle continues to rise.
AAA’s Your Driving Costs
- a data source for expenses
associated with owning and operating
a new vehicle - finds that the average
cost of owning and operating a new
vehicle in 2023 increased significant-
ly. The annual expense of $12,182 - or
$1,015 monthly - is a sharp increase
from 2022, when the average cost
topped at $10,728 - $894 monthly.

“It’s important for car buyers to
clearly understand the costs asso-
ciated with owning a new vehicle,”
said Greg Brannon, AAA’s director of
automotive research. “Due to global
supply-chain issues and constrained
inventory of new vehicles, car prices
rose dramatically in 2022. And while
the situation continues to improve,
the spillover effects are keeping prices
high.”

The overall average manufacturer’s
suggested retail price (MSRP) of new
vehicles in 2023 increased to $34,976
- an annual increase of $1,575 from
the previous year. It’s important to
note that MSRP does not always cor-
respond to a consumer’s actual pur-
chase price and might vary depend-
ing on demand. A higher sticker price
directly impacted finance costs, with
vehicles boasting an average annual
finance of $1,253 - a 90% increase
from the previous year.

The change in the annual cost of
owning a new vehicle also is likely
driven by:

e Depreciation, which is the dif-
ference between the car’s value
upon purchase and the value of
the car when sold. According
to 2023’s YDC projections, new
vehicles are expected to depreci-
ate by an average of $4,538 per
year over five years of ownership

Compared to 2022, fuel ranked
among one of the higher annual-cost
categories.

Meanwhile, the cost of charging
EVsincreased by nearly 2 cents per kWh
from 2022. It went from 13.9 cents per
kWh to 15.8 cents. The increase is like-
ly accounted for by higher-than-ex-
pected inflation, according to the U.S.
Energy Information Administration.

Given their size, fuel economy and
prices, it should come as no surprise
that half-ton pickups have the high-
est average driving costs among all
vehicle categories covered in the YDC
study.

Day 2, we drove four hours to
Canyonlands National Park in south-
eastern Utah. It’s known for its dra-
matic desert landscape carved by the
Colorado River. We saw Mesa Arch, one
of the West’s most photographed land-
forms, and Grand Point View Trail -
named because when you look over the
cliff, the rocks look like a dead horse.
Another notable area was the Needles,
the remote Canyons of the Maze.
Day 3, we discovered the mighty

Arches National Park, a red-rock won-
derland of eroded sandstone. The
landscape has contrasting colors, land-
forms and textures unlike any other,
with 2,000 natural-stone arches, soar-
ing pinnacles, massive rock fins and
giant balanced rocks. I chose a six-
mile, round-trip hike to Delicate Arch.
It was steep and took about 90 minutes
uphill. My travel tip is to get there early
enough to see the sunrise.

Day 4, we drove by the Moab
Petroglyphs from the Native American

Anasazi tribe, towering 60-70 feet off
the road. All of this on our way to
Goblin Valley State Park, where we
saw thousands of hoodoos, referred to
locally as goblins, which are formations
of mushroom-shaped rock pinnacles,
some as tall as several yards.

We ended the day at Capitol Reef,
so named by the early settlers who
thought the domes on the rock forma-
tions looked like the Capitol building
in D.C. I hiked the 1.2-mile trail to
Hickman Natural Bridge - a 125-foot-

- e

tall formation that spans 133 feet! Our
group indulged and spent the night at
the Capitol Reef Resort, one of the Top
20 Resorts in Utah honored by Travel +
Leisure in 2023. You can stay in a luxu-
rious stand-alone cabin, relax in a tee-
pee or go glamping in their Conestoga
Wagon rooms onsite.

Day 5, we drove Highway 12 - a
123-mile scenic byway designated an
All-American Road to Bryce Canyon
- known for its crimson hoodoos or
spire-shaped rocks. At Bryce, our tour
guide gave us two options for a longer
or shorter hike. I took the challenge
and hiked two hours on the Queens
Garden trail to the Navajo Trail loop,
a 32-story hike, 7,000 feet in elevation.

Every day kept getting better and
Day 6 was no exception. Zion National
Park is distinguished by the canyon’s
steep red cliffs. Some trails were closed
due to falling rocks. Our tour guide
told us which ones were open. Zion
has a shuttle system, so you start at the
visitors center and the shuttle goes to
all eight trails. We did the Narrows on
the last stop. Then after a one-hour
hike, we got back on the shuttle to the
next trail.

My travel tips are pack good hiking
shoes that are already broken-in, layer
your clothes. It was cold in the morn-
ings, and warm in the afternoon. And
have your camera ready. Everything is
SO PHOTOGENIC! And it’s OK to do
the easier hikes!

kiing is synonymous with
Colorado. The state boasts
many of the finest slopes
and resort towns in the U.S.
Millions flock to the state annually
for the opportunity to glide down its
white-powered mountains.

card use, be sure to also speak with
them about protecting personal-fi-
nancial details and the implications
that identity theft can have on a per-
son’s credit report and score. Teach
your teen to carefully review his or

her credit card statements for suspi-
cious transactions and advise your
teen against leaving the card out in
the open.

- Living in a college dormitory can

Savor la dolce vita on the Via Veneto
or linger over cappuccino in one of Piazza
Navona’s outdoor cafés. Piazza de Spagna
gives way to the Spanish Steps, perhaps the
most romantic rendezvous in the world.

Italy’s attributes create a peerless
masterpiece that is best experienced in
person.
